The process of se�lement of claims through 
disposal of assets of MBL would take �me as it would be done through legal formali�es. The Company shall keep its 
members updated regarding development related to this.

The board appreciates the coopera�on of all the stakeholders and would like to thank them in this regard and hopes for their 
con�nued support in the future in order to con�nue to improve the Company's performance.

1 Repor�ng en�ty

 Azgard Nine Limited ("the Company") was incorporated in Pakistan as a Public Limited Company and is listed on 
Pakistan Stock Exchange Limited. The Company is a composite spinning, weaving, dyeing and s�tching unit engaged 
in the manufacture and sale of yarn, denim and denim products. The registered office of the Company is situated at 
Ismail Aiwan-e-Science, off Shahrah-e-Roomi, Lahore. The Company has three produc�ons units with Unit I located 
at 2.5 K.M off Manga, Raiwand Road,  District Kasur, Unit II at Alipur Road, Muzaffargarh and Unit III at 20 K.M off 
Ferozpur Road, 6 K.M Badian Road on Ruhi Nala, Der Khurd, Lahore.

2 Basis of prepara�on

2.1 Separate financial statemetns

 This condensed interim financial report is the separate financial report of the Company. Consolidated financial 
report of the Company is not prepared as exemp�on has been granted by Securi�es and Exchange Commission of 
Pakistan from consolida�on of financial report of Company's subsidiary for the quarter ended 30 September 2016.

2.2 Statement of compliance

 This condensed interim financial report of the Company for the quarter ended 30 September 2016 has been 
prepared in accordance with the requirements of the Interna�onal Accoun�ng Standards 34 - Interim Financial 
Repor�ng and provisions of and direc�ves issued under the Companies Ordinance, 1984. In case where 
requirements differ, the provisions of or direc�ves issued under the Companies Ordinance, 1984 have been 
followed.

 The disclosures in the condensed interim financial informa�on do not include the informa�on reported for full 
annual financial statements and should therefore be read in conjunc�on with the financial statements for the year 
ended 30 June 2016.

 This condensed interim financial informa�on is being submi�ed to the shareholders as required by Sec�on 245 of 
the Companies Ordinance, 1984.

2.3 Going concern assump�on

 During this quarter, current liabili�es exceeded its current assets by Rs. 12,092.01 million, including Rs. 10,076.15 
million rela�ng to overdue principal and mark-up thereon, and its accumulated loss stood at Rs. 12,336.28 million. 
These condi�ons cast a significant doubt about the Company's ability to con�nue as a going concern. These financial 
statements have however, been prepared on a going concern basis. The assump�on that the Company would 
con�nue as a going concern is based on the measures as explained in the succeeding paragraph and expecta�on of 
future profitability and more posi�ve cash flows from opera�ng ac�vi�es.

 The remaining funds of Rs. 306 million from the sale of Agritech shares are expected to be received within short span 
of �me. These funds will be used for enhancing the opera�onal capaci�es and bring them to sustainable levels. The 
second round of financial restructuring of the Company is at advance stages. The Company is hopeful that 
subsequent to restructuring and receipt of remaining working capital, the target of sustainable capacity u�liza�on 
should be achieved. Management is confident that through these measures the Company should become a 
profitable en�ty, subject to impact, if any, of uncontrollable external factors as the local and global market 
condi�ons.

2.4 Financial liabili�es

 Due to factors men�oned in note 2.3 and note 10, the Company could not make �mely repayments of principal and 
related mark-up of long term debts. Consequently, there has been non-compliance with certain financial and other 
covenants imposed by the lenders. As per the agreed terms of long term debts, the lenders have uncondi�onal right 
to call the loans if �mely repayments are not made or covenants are not complied with. Interna�onal Accoun�ng 
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 Standard on Presenta�on of financial statements (IAS - 1) requires that if an en�ty breaches a provision of a long-
term loan arrangement on or before the end of the repor�ng period with the effect that the liability becomes 
payable on demand, it should classify the liability as current.

 However, the management considers that since event of default has not been declared by the lenders and the 
Company has commenced discussions with its lenders for reprofiling of its debts, the long term debts of Rs. 1,165.63 
million have been classified as long term as per the repayment schedules in the financial statements.

3 Es�mates

 The prepara�on of the condensed interim unconsolidated financial informa�on requires management to make 
judgments, es�mates and assump�ons that affect the applica�on of accoun�ng policies and the reported amounts 
of assets and liabili�es, income and expenses. Actual results may differ from these es�mates. In preparing the 
condensed interim  financial informa�on, the significant judgments made by the management in applying 
accoun�ng policies, key es�mates and uncertainty includes:

 - Residual value and useful life es�ma�on of fixed assets

 - Taxa�on

 - Provisions and con�ngencies

 - Fair value of investment in subsidiary
